Dear Ms. Millspaw:

This is in response to your Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request for the following:
all records regarding ACORN’s possible involvement in the 2010 Census, all
communications between the U.S. Census Bureau and ACORN, and all third party
communications concerning ACORN. We received your request in this office on March
24,2009, and are processing it under the FOIA. We have assigned tracking number 09-
077 to this request. We consolidated your requests to the U.S. Census Bureau, the Office
of Legislative and Intergovernmental Affairs, and the Office of Policy and Strategic
Planning into one request, and we are responding for the Department of Commerce.

Enclosed are the responsive documents. We have withheld portions of documents that are
exempt from disclosure pursuant to FOIA exemptions (b)(2), (b)(5), and (b)(6).
Exemption (b)(2) of the FOIA protects from disclosure documents that are “related solely
to the internal personnel rules and practices of an agency.” The portions redacted noting
high (b)(2) are information regarding security that may permit unauthorized access to
Census Bureau computers and reflect the withholding of information under “high 2”
Exemption (b)(2) of the FOIA. Exemption (b)(5) of the FOIA allows for the withholding
of “inter-agency or intra-agency memorandums or letters which would not be available
by law to a party other than an agency in litigation with the agency.” These portions are
predecisional and deliberative in nature. However, we have discretionarily released
portions that qualify for the b(5) exemption but which we determined there is no
foresecable harm in releasing.  Exemption (b)(6) of the FOIA protects from disclosure
information about individuals, the release of which would constitute a clearly
unwarranted invasion of personal privacy. Non-responsive portions are also redacted and
noted.

As we have granted you a fee waiver for this request by determining that you meet the
requirements set forth in the Department of Commerce’s FOIA regulations, Code of
Federal Regulations Title 15, Part 4.11, for a fee waiver, there is no charge for this
information.

You have the right to appeal this partial denial of the FOIA request. An appeal must be
received within 30 calendar days of the date of this letter by the Assistant General
Counsel for Administration (Office), Room 5898-C, U.S. Department of Commerce, 14"
and Constitution Avenue, N.W., Washington, D.C. 20230. Your appeal may also be sent
by e-mail to FOIAAppeals@doc.gov or by facsimile (fax) to 202-482-2552. The appeal

A news story earlier this week incorrectly reported that the Census would
be paying ACORN workers to count people, but the voter registration
problems have occurred even without any state secretaries of state paying
ACORN. The concern is why the Census should be "partnering” with an
organization that has so frequently bribed people to register voters.

For a nonpartisan organization such as the Census, ACORN's political

connections are also troubling. Last year, the Obama campaign paid ACORN
$800,000 to register voters and do other work. ABC News' Jake Tapper caught
Obama campaign officials in numerous attempts to hide Mr. Obama's past
connections with ACORN. Mr. Obama also gave ACORN money when he served on
the board of the Woods Fund in Chicago. For all the work that he has done

for ACORN over the years, Investor's Business Daily called Mr. Obama
"ACORN's Senator." o

ACORN is & "bipartisan" organiiation in‘name only. Giving it any type of

Our overall goal for the National Partnership Program was to work with-'national organ‘izations and
corporations that could help us reach the hard-to-count populations.

Here is what we did to identify who to partner with:

1. We used the list of national organizations and corporations who partnered.with us in C'ens_us 2000 as a
starting point. : '

2. We added Advisory Commitiee members that wére national organizations: .
3. We used the "cluster” segmentation research to try to identify national organizations that served one of
the 3 hard to count clusters (The Economically Disadvantaged, The Unattached Mobile Singles, and High

Density Areas With Ethnic Enclaves). This was very difficult to do with national organizations, but we tried
as best we could to use the research.

The CHEC Office reviewed all applicant who responded to request for information and made suitability
determinations accordingly.
